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My Philosophy:

     I believe that all of my students can behave appropriately in my classroom.  Activities are planned to allow for active participation.  Students are expected to behave in a manner that is appropriate for a five to six year old child.

     In order to guarantee your child and all of the students in my classroom the excellent learning climate they deserve, I am utilizing the following discipline plan this year.

I have listed the classroom rules below.  They are worded in a manner that is easy for the children to understand.

1. We will help others.

2. We will be respectful.

3. We will use good manners.

4. We will use kind words.

5. We will follow directions.

6. We will raise our hand.

7. We will do our best work.

If a student chooses to break a rule:

1st  time:  The child’s clothespin will be moved to medium purple on the totem pole.  This is the first warning.
2nd time:  The clothespin will be moved to light purple on the totem pole.  This is the 2nd and final warning.
3rd time:  The clothespin will be moved to yellow and the child will miss part or all of recess. ( Usually 5 to 10 minutes depending on the infraction.)
4th time:  The clothespin will be moved to red and a note will be sent home.

     During the year the children will receive many positive comments about appropriate behavior.   If at any time you would like to discuss anything with me, please feel free to contact me.  When the teacher and the parents work together, positive results are achieved.   
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
